The institutions! named below agree to cooperate for the exchange of students and/or staff in the context of the Erasmus+
programme. This agreement is valid for the Erasmus+ call years 2023-2027 in:

e KA131 Higher education mobility supported by internal policy funds

The institutions commit to sound and transparent management of funds allocated to them through Erasmus+ and to respect the
quality requirements of the Programme, outlined in the Erasmus Charter for Higher Education? and in this agreement.

The institutions agree on exchanging their mobility-related data according to the principles of GDPR?3 and in line with the technical
standards of the European Student Card Initiative*, when this becomes available for international mobility involving third countries
not associated to the Programme.

Sending institutions located in EU/EEA countries have to ensure compliance with the provisions of art. 46 GDPR for all participants’
personal data exchanged in the context of their mobility with institutions from non-EU/EEA countries without an adequacy decision,
on the condition that enforceable data subject rights and effective legal remedies for data subjects are available in the respective
third country. The participants should be informed in a transparent manner about the level of protection of their personal data, if
this is different from the one where the sending institution is located.

! Inter-institutional agreements can be bilateral or multilateral in the case of mobility consortia:
- Bilateral agreements are for cooperation between one higher education institution located in an EU Member State or third country associated to the
Programme and another institution located in a third country not associated to the Programme

ensure participation of students with fewer opportunities. Selection criteria and procedures must be clearly communicated
in the call for applications.

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7. Recognition

Institutions commit to:
e Ensure recognition for activities satisfactorily completed.

® Ensure that student and staff mobility for education or training purposes is based on a learning agreement for students
and a mobility agreement for staff validated in advance between the sending and receiving institutions or non-academic
organisations and the mobile participants.

e Accept all activities indicated in the learning agreement, or according to the learning outcomes of the modules completed
abroad, as automatically counting towards the degree, provided these have been satisfactorily completed by the mobile
student.

e Partners commit to taking measures to ensure recognition of student and staff mobility upon their return, including:

o Providing incoming mobile students and their sending institutions with free-of-charge transcripts. The
documents must be in English or in the language of the sending institution and containing a full, accurate and
timely record of the achievements at the end of the mobility period.

o A Transcript of Records will be issued by the receiving institution no later than [5] weeks after the assessment
period has finished at the receiving HEI.

o Providing students on traineeships and staff with a certificate for the activities completed. It is recommended
to issue a certificate towards the end of the mobility period.

University of Granada grading system: In the Spanish university system, each course unit is graded on a scale from 0 to 10
points, and each numerical grade corresponds to a qualitative grade as follows: Suspenso (Fail): 0- 4.9 - Aprobado (Pass): 5-
6.9 - Notable (Good): 7- 8.9 - Sobresaliente (Very Good): 9- 10 - Matricula de Honor: A special mention for outstanding
performance limited to a maximum of 5% of students registered in a given course unit group. When a student does not take
the corresponding examination or final assessment, this is reflected as No Presentado (Absent). To pass a course unit, a
student must receive a grade of at least 5 points out of 10.

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9. Any other information regarding the terms of the agreement (optional)

Data Protection and Confidentiality

1. With regard to all specific actions and agreements arising from the implementation of this collaboration agreement that entail
the processing of personal data, the parties agree to comply with the respective applicable regulations.

e Specifically, the University of Granada is subject to Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council
of 27 April 2016 (General Data Protection Regulation) and Spanish Organic Law 3/2018 of 5 December on the Protection of
Personal Data and Guarantee of Digital Rights.

e For its part, the University of New Mexico is subject to the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) (20 U.S.C. §
1232g) and its underlying rules regarding the protection of student education records, and the Gramm-Leach-Bliley Act (15
U.S.C. § 6801) and its underlying rules regarding customer and financial record safeguards.

2. With regard to the data that each party provides to the other party for the performance of the tasks, the signatories shall be
obliged to sign, where appropriate and prior to access, the corresponding joint controller or processing agreement.

Both parties commit to respect GDPR standards.

3. Each institution agrees to maintain the confidentiality and secrecy of all data and information provided by the other party. The
receiving party may disclose this information only with the prior authorisation of the provider.

Conflict resolution

Any discrepancy, conflict of interest or problem which results from the implementation or interpretation of this agreement shall
be resolved in first instance by the members of the Joint Committee or local coordinators and in second instance by their respective
Rectors or their designated representatives.

Whenever no mutually agreed solution can be adopted, the dispute shall be settled by arbitration in accordance with the
Arbitration Rules of the United Nations Commission on International Trade Law (UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules).

10. Termination of the agreement

The involved institutions agree that modifications or early termination of the inter-institutional agreement will be formalized in
writing.

In the event of unilateral termination, a written notice of at least one academic year should be given. This means that a
unilateral decision to discontinue the exchanges notified to the other party by 1 September 20XX will only take effect as of 1
September 20XX+1.

The termination clauses must include the following disclaimer: "Neither the European Commission nor the National Agencies
can be held responsible in case of a conflict."
